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Chapter 2 Details
A. The Rival Imperial Models of Spain, France and Holland

· New Spain – New Spain was the southern and western areas of North America. In its early years, Spaniards were on a conquest for gold. After several failed attempts to find gold, the Spanish focused on the defense of their settlements from the English and the French.
· St. Augustine, Florida – A Spanish fort built to protect the route of the treasure fleet. It was the first permanent European settlement in the Americas. The Spanish were afraid of the French and the English trying to take control of the Spanish routes.
· Franciscan missions – Prompted by military setbacks, Spain’s new policy of Christianization of the Native Americans took place. Missionaries in the Americas were not peaceful, but forced religious conformation to their Catholic beliefs. The culture and religion of the Native Americans were desecrated and destroyed by the violent methods of the missionaries.
· Polygamy – Polygamy was the belief in more that one g-d and the use of idols in worship. Indians were punished harshly and severely for continuing to practice in this manner.
· Pueblo Revolt 1680 – A revolt led by Popé. When Christian prayers did not shelter the Natives from diseases, many reverted back to their ancestral cultures and religions. Popé and followers from 24 different pueblos killed more than 400 Spaniards and forced many to run. They desecrated the churches hoping to eventually restore the traditional religion of their people. 10 years later the Spanish reasserted their control. The two sides accepted a compromise.
· New France – Similar to New Spain, New France tried to feverishly convert the natives to Catholicism. Louis XIV actually discouraged immigration to New France. It started off as a small trading post which became a large enterprise for the fur trade. The first permanent settlement was in Quebec in 1608.
· The Iroquois (Five Nations) – The Iroquois were warrior-like people. When the French arrived, they unknowingly brought European diseases that killed ¼ of the native peoples. With the French bartered guns in exchange for furs, the Iroquois quickly took advantage of this and increased their armory. They spread quickly razing villages and capturing prisoners. The captured prisoners then took the identities of dead Iroquois. Eventually the Iroquois allowed Jesuit missionaries to live among them. As more Iroquois converted, they left to French settlements. By 1701 the Iroquois made treaties with the English and French to end the bloodshed.
· Hurons – The Hurons were an Iroquoian speaking culture that was conquered by the Iroquois. They ceased to exist as a distinct culture after being captured and assimilated into the Iroquoian society.
· The Wyandots – A tribe formed from the remnant people after the Iroquois attacks. The surviving Indians banded together to form this tribe of displaced people.
· Jesuit Missions – Jesuits were French missionaries that sought to convert the Native Americans. The Jesuits understood and respected the Indian culture. The Jesuits won converts by adapting Christian beliefs to the Indian lifestyle and their needs. Despite this the French fur-trading still brought devastation to the Indians through disease and the introduction of alcohol.
· The Covenant Chain – The traditionalists in the Iroquois formed an alliance with English officials in New York and ‘disowned’ their alliance with the French. The alliance was called the Covenant Chain. Resulting from this alliance was the “Beaver Wars” in which the Iroquois engaged in a series of wars to obtain pelts to sell to merchants in New York.
· New Amsterdam – After the fall of Spain, the Dutch established New Amsterdam as the capital of New Netherlands. The colony did not thrive, as the Dutch settlement had a small population. Despite their population troubles, trade in New Amsterdam flourished. However the Dutch, just like the European settlers before them, came into conflict with the surrounding Indians. In 1640, the Dutch were the aggressors with the Algonquians and fought a bloody war. Emerging from the war they were allied with the Mohawks, but the Netherlands neglected the New Netherlands colony following the war.
· West India Company – The Dutch chartered the West India Company to have a monopoly over trade in the American fur trade and slave trade in West Africa. To encourage new settlers in New Amsterdam, they granted huge estates to settlers if they could get 50 tenants on their land within four years. After the war in 1640, the Dutch began to neglect their colony and turned a blind eye towards it.
B. The English Arrive: The Chesapeake Experience

· Jamestown – The Virginia Company sent settlers to obtain goods. Jamestown was established on a swampy peninsula. There was no gold and the settlers refused to plant crops, so they quickly died off. The Virginia Company established the House of Burgesses to make laws and levy taxes on the colony.
· Virginia Company of London – An English company that was granted the land from present day North Carolina to southern New York. They sent settlers to obtain goods and Jamestown was established, but resulted in failure. The Virginia Company even established a representative form of government for the colony.
· Headright System – The Headright system was a system to try and encourage settlement. Individual settlers were granted 100 acres and an additional 50 acres for those who brought servants and others.
· House of Burgesses – The House of Burgesses was first convened in 1619. The House could make laws and levy taxes for the Virginia Company, However, the laws and taxes that they enforced could be vetoed by the governor.
· Opechancanough and the Indian Revolt of 1622 – An Indian revolt in 1622, were coordinated by Opechancanough. 12 tribes banded together in a surprise attack that killed almost 1/3 of the white population. Seeing the commotion, James I established Virginia as a royal colony.
· Royal Colony – James I established Virginia as a royal colony, which meant that he could appoint the ministers and governors. James I also made the Privy Council to oversee legislation. Property owners were forced to pay taxes to support the Church as well.
· Lord Baltimore – Also known as Cecilius Calvert, Lord Baltimore was granted Maryland to do with as he pleased by Charles I. He was a Catholic and wished it to be a refuge for Catholics escaping persecution. Protestants and Catholics rushed into Maryland. Eventually things became tense and in 1649 the Toleration Pact was passed to any Christian could practice their own religion.
· John Rolfe – John Rolfe was an English colonist. Rolfe was arranged a marriage with Pocahontas, the daughter of Powhatan, to welcome the white men into his kingdom peacefully. John Rolfe imported tobacco seed and cultivated it. Thousands came to Virginia to become rich off of tobacco. Powhatan was angry with Rolfe and the arranged marriage fell through.
· John Smith -- An “English invader” that was captured by Opechancanough. After 1/3 of the whites had been killed. John smith led the capture of the seizure of Indian lands and food. 
· Toleration Act of 1649 – Pushed by Lord Baltimore to ease tensions in Maryland between Protestants and Catholics. It allowed all Christians to practice their religion and have a church.
· Tobacco Economy – Tobacco fetched a high price in England. Thousands of eager settlers hoping for riches moved to Virginia and near Maryland to grow tobacco. Taxes on imported tobacco boosted the royal economy. The economy boomed as a result of the tobacco. Indentured servants and slaves were use to cultivate and harvest the tobacco.
· Life of indentured servants – Indentured servants signed contracts to work for 4~5 years in return for passage to America. They were treated harshly and sold to new masters if they were disobedient. Most servants did not escape poverty and some servants died before their service was up. The female servants married off after their service quickly.

· English common law – did not allow chattel slavery. The ownership of a human being as property was illegal.
· Chattel Slavery – The ownership of a human being as property was called Chattel Slavery. It grew more popular as time went on. Slowly laws were enacted lowering the status of blacks.
· Navigation Acts 1651 – Passed by Parliament, these acts were mercantilist in nature. The colonists could only ship products on English or English-controlled ships. This caused the profitability of sugar and tobacco to decrease.
· Bacon’s Rebellion – Bacon led a group of men against the local Indians; against to Governor Berkeley’s orders. Berkeley refused the right to vote to whites that didn’t own property. Bacon made reforms in the corrupt House of Burgesses.
· Freeholder – Freeholders were property owners that demanded the natives be removed or exterminated prior to Bacon’s Rebellion.
· Gov. William Berkeley – was a corrupt Governor. He granted vast plots of land to those on his council and they were exempt from paying taxes. As a result of the corruption he sparked the House of Burgesses change of the voting system to exclude landless freemen.
· Nathaniel Bacon – Bacon was on Berkeley’s council. When he was refused, he led an attack against the Indians anyways. Bacon reformed the House of Burgesses and wrote the “Manifests and Declarations of the People”.
C. Puritan New England
· Mayflower Compact – Because the Puritans did not have a royal charter from James I, they made their own form of government. The Mayflower Compact was the first American constitution. It used the Puritans self governing congregation as a model.
· Congregationalists – Christian led by John Winthrop that tried to recreate the simplicity of the first Christians. They eliminated bishops and instead, the ordinary members of the congregation held power.
· Pilgrims – The Pilgrims were religious separatists that wished to “purify” the Church of England (a.k.a. Puritans). The first winter was hard for the Pilgrims, but they had a strong work ethic.  They faced few external threats and established a representative self-governing form of government with vast political rights.
· Puritans – The Puritans wished to reform the Church of England.  They set out to build a society of independent farm families to escape religious persecution.
· The Puritan Migration – The puritans migrated to America (Rhode Island and Massachusetts) to escape religious persecution of James I and Charles I. The Puritan’s main goal was to purify the Church of England.
· Massachusetts Bay Colony – The Puritans established a representative form of government with a governor and assembly. Puritanism was the state supported religion.  The settlers were Congregationalists.
· John Winthrop – He was a well-educated country square who became the first governor of the Massachusetts Bay colony.  He established the government by transformed their joint stock corporation into a representative form of government.
· Joint Stock Company – The General Court of shareholders. It was transformed into a representative government with a governor, council, and assembly.
· Roger Williams – The minister of the Puritans church in Salem.  He endorsed the Pilgrims separation of church and state, and condemned congregationalism. Williams founded the town of Providence.
· Anne Hutchinson – Anne Hutchinson was the wife of a merchant. Hutchinson denied the belief that salvation could be achieved through good deeds.  She believed that salvation would be given through grace. The magistrates put Hutchinson of trial.
· Connecticut – Because of the coercive policies in Massachusetts and better farm land, some Puritans migrated to Connecticut. A pastor John Hooker and his congregation established Hartford.  They granted voting rights to most property owning men.
· English Restoration – When Archbishop Laud imposed a prayer book from the Church of England unto Scotland, a Scottish army as well as Puritans everywhere invaded England. Oliver Cromwell and the Puritan army were victorious. Cromwell ruled in a period called the interregnum. He changed the government into a Puritan dictatorship. After Cromwell’s death, Charles II was restored to the throne. Many Puritans saw this as the ascension of the Antichrist.
· Superstition and Witchcraft in New England – The superstition and belief of witchcraft in New England, shows the pagan influence on some Puritan beliefs. They would use astrological charts to determine the best time to have an event of plan crops. In New England, over a period of 15 years, 14 people were hung because of being accused of practicing witchcraft. The most famous witch hunt was in Salem, Massachusetts. The superstition ended with the influence of the Enlightenment on the people.

· Yeoman Society – New England rejected the feudal system of Europe. Every family was granted land and most adult males had a vote in town meetings that levied taxes, enacted ordinances relating to road construction and etc. These councils eventually displaced the government.

· New England Town Meetings – At the town meetings they regulated the use of common fields and had control of taxation. Eventually the governor was displaced by the town meetings.
D. The Eastern Indian’s New World

· Praying towns – Praying towns were established by the Puritans. They were similar to the Franciscan missions. The Praying towns were made with the intent to convert the surrounding natives to Puritanism. Even those whom remained in ancestral villages lost a lot of their culture.

· The Pequots – The Pequots were a tribe of Indians in New England. When they attacked English farmers that intruded on their land, the Puritans massacred about 500 men women and children in their tribe.

· The Impact of Metacom’s Rebellion – In the 1670s’ there were 3 times as many whites as Indians. Metacom, also known as King Philip, was angered at the treatment of the Indians so he led a year long crusade against the white settlers. Eventually the Indians were defeated. The rest of the Indians migrated to the back country and aligned themselves with the Algonquin tribes and to the French.

· Fur Trade – The Fur Trade impacted several things. The politics and nature of the Indian tribes were altered. The tribes were led by headstrong young warriors and the women’s influences changed drastically. Most necessities of life had to be obtained by the Europeans. The environment also changed due to the slaughter of animals just for their pelts.
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
